EPBC 2024/09983 PEAK DOWNS MINE POWER LINE REALIGNMENT PROJECT, QUEENSLAND

s95B(2) of the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act)

The Peak Downs Mine Power Line Realignment Project initiated by BM Alliance Coal Operations Pty Ltd, proposes to realign three existing 66 kilovolt power lines, which facilitate current mining activities at Peak Downs mine, to the east of the current alignment, approximately 22 kilometres south-east of Moranbah in the Bowen Basin, Queensland.
The Peak Downs Mine Power Line Realignment Project (EPBC 2024/09983) was deemed a controlled action requiring assessment by preliminary documentation under the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act). The controlling provisions under Part 3 of the EPBC Act are: 

· Sections 18 and 18A: Listed threatened species and ecological communities.
Pursuant to section 95A(3) of the EPBC Act, the referral and draft preliminary documentation was available for public viewing and comment from 7 April, 2026 to close of business on 20 April, 2026. Anyone was invited to submit comments in writing on the published material.
Pursuant to section 95B(2) of the EPBC Act, the final preliminary documentation, where public comments received have been addressed in Appendix I, is available for public viewing without charge in hard copy form at the following locations:
